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IMPORTANT FEATURES OF YOUR RCBS PRECISIONEERED
ROTARY CASE TRIMMER

The RCBS Rotary Case Trimmer is constructed of
100% metal — no wood or plastic. Cutter Blades are ma-
chined from hardened tool steel or extended service
life, and can be removed for sharpening.

The Cutter Assembly has double Jock rings to
permit a quantity of cases to be trimmed with a single
adjustment.

Your RCBS Rotary Case Trimmer works just like a
lathe. A brass case is locked securely into place in the
Collet, and the Cutter is adjusied to trim case to desired
length. A few turns of the handle and the case is
trimmed quickly, easily, and accurately.

Interchangeable, quick-release Colleis are available
for all popular calibers — .17 to .45. Colleis are machined
with multiple steps lo hold cases of different head di-
ameters. (Figure 1}. This eliminates the need of buying

a Collel for each diameter ol case head. Collets #1, 2,
and 3 each have three steps. Collet #4 has only lwo
steps. To learn which number Callet fits which calibers
of cases, consuli the Reference Table.

Trimmer Pilots are interchangeable and available in
twenty sizes, lo fit from .17 to .45 caliber cases. Each
size of Pilot is machined io the caliber of the resized
case mouth. This snug fit eliminates wobhling and en-

sures perfect alignment of case during trimming. The
Pilot is secured to the Cutter Blade with an Allen set-
screw. (Figure 2).

The RCBS Case Trimmer comes equipped with a
Collet and Pilotl thal will trim most .30 caliber cases.
Other calibers of cases will require a dilferent Pilot and
possibly a Collet. See Relerence Table for Pilot and Col-
let required for each caliber of case. Base of Trimmer
has slots for sloring extra Collets and Pilots.

MEASURING CASE LENGTHS

Whenever a brass case has stretched in resizing, or it
has been formed into a different caliber, it must be trimmed
down to the correct length. See Relerence Table in this
pamphlet for lengths.

To properly measure a case you should use a Case
Length Gauge similar to the one shown on the back cover.
Otherwise, use a new factory case as a guide. After trim-
ming, use one of these methods o recheck case length.

IMPORTANT DO'S AND DON'T'S:

All cases mus! be full-lengih sized, and expanded belare

Trimmed case mouths should be beveled inside and out
with an RCBS Burring Tool -~ available trom your dealer.,

When not using Trimmer, iension on Colel should be
released to relain its spring tension.

#f you lrim cases of several dilferen! calibers, keep one
case of each caliber to use as a master when adjusling
Trimmer. Mark each case with paint or iape to identily.

Occasionally lubricate Cutter Shaft with a light machine oil.




TO MOUNT CASE TRIMMER:

Mount Case Trimmer on a bench or table, using
three #10 screws of sufficient length to hold it securely
in place. DO NOT use a "C" clamp on the Trimmer base.
If portability is desired, mount Trimmer on a board
slightly larger than the base. Then “C" clamp the board
to bench or table. After Trimmer is mounted lubricate
Cutier Shaft with a light machine oil.

TO ADJUST FOR TRIMMING:

1 Grasp handle and slide Culler Assembly to the right
until it stops. {Figure 3)

2 with your left hand inserl the base of the case into
the Collet as far as it will go and hold it there.
(Figure 4)

3 With your right hand slide Cutter Assembly 1o the
lelt, until Pilot enters the case mouth up to the Cutter
Blade. (Figure 5). This will hold case centered.

4 Firmly twist Collel Draw Screw handle to tighten
Callet around case head. (Figure 8). This will prevent
case from turning during trimming.

5 Holding Adjustment Bushing A firmly in place,
unscrew Fine Adjustment Bushing B four or five full
turns counter clockwise. (Figure 7). Now slide both
Bushings lell againsl Culter Guide G, and lighlen
Allen setscrew in Bushing A only. Twist Bushing B
clockwise Yo turn, and you're ready Lo trim the first
case. NOTE: When twrning Cutter handle, press
lightly inward against case mouth — but do not
force it!

6 Remove trimmed case and check the overall length
with a vernier caliper, a case gauge, or new factory
case. If the trimming lenglth must be changed, reset
Fine Adjusiment Bushing B. One complele turn
equals 025" of Cutier Blade movement.

When the correct trim length is reached, tighten
the Allen setscrew in Bushing B, and you're ready o
trim a quantity ol cases. On large runs, occasionally
check the overall lenglh of a trimmed case lo be sure
adjustment hasn'l moved.

CAUTION: DO NOT trim a case shorter than the
trim lengih shown in the Reference Table. Other-
wise, dangerous problems can occur with straight-
wall type cases that depend on case length for
headspace.
